What’s it all about?



A National Scheme subscribed to by 10 universities up and down the UK, supported by 27 Mentor organisations.  The scheme lasts for approximately 6 months and you will receive training and development opportunities throughout this period. 

Who’s eligible to take part? 

All ethnic minority undergraduates in their 1st or 2nd year of academic study 

Yr3 students are welcome, but bear in mind your final year is a busy one, so think carefully
What happens? 

You’ll be linked with a mentor working in an organization external to the university from a range of occupational sectors i.e. Revenue & Customs, The Law, The Fire Service, etc…
You’ll have 6 x 1:1 meetings with your mentor at their place of work at which you’ll review your goals and objectives; look at career pathways; improve your personal and professional skills and build up networks for when you leave university 
In May 09, The University of Northampton was awarded a Student Mentee and a Mentor of the Year Award at the Consortiums’ Annual Ceremony at Ernst & Yong HQ, London
