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Long Sutton Learning Centre
Based within a beautiful historic building which was renovated as part of a community project the Long Sutton Learning Centre opened in June 2005.  In that time the centre has evolved with the changes to its funding and to date has taken nearly two thousand enrolments.

We currently offer beginner’s computer courses in small groups as well Level 1 and Level 2 IT qualifications which the centre offers on an RBL basis, as well as Business Admin NVQ’s.

The centre is currently open 3 days a week during term time, Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays including Wednesday evenings.  
The centre is based in one large room with high ceilings and is 109m2.  The room is split into 3 areas.  
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As well as the reception area there are 2 areas for IT teaching one set of 8 computers and another of 6 computers, these are close enough to be used for one large group or there is a screen that could be partitioned to split the room into 2 smaller groups as necessary. 
All computers are password protected and have internet access.

Then there is an area suitable for taught sessions which can seat up to 10 learners comfortably. If required for regular use this could be significantly expanded.
The centre is based on the ground floor of the building and has 2 staff parking spaces on-site.  There is ample off-street parking around the centre for potential students.
