Best Practice Tips for Employers 

Some tips from our Quality Mark advisers: 

No. 1 Set up an intern community on the web where students can access useful company information (market reports, business terminology etc), discover what they can expect on their first day, access tools to navigate induction and find out how they can communicate with each other prior to joining and during the placement. 

No. 2 Outline useful tips for placement application and ensure that this can be accessed easily by potential candidates.

No. 3 Provide feedback to all candidates on their application/interview including unsuccessful students to help them to gain future employment. 
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What is the correlation between industrial placements and final degree results? 

There is a view held amongst many work-based learning practitioners that students undertaking an industrial work placement, often graduate with a higher degree classification. Richard Mendez of Leicester University did some research on their engineering placement students.

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Futuretrack 

Futuretrack is the longitudinal study that's building a 'real-time' picture of how students think and plan for their careers. 

The results from Stage 2 (which examine what's happened - and if students attitudes have changed after one year at university) are currently being analysed by the research team at the Warwick Institute for Employment Research.
