3rd Sector Update – Ben Barley, Chief Executive, Voluntary Centre Services

Update on collaborative working between the voluntary sector and the public sector:

Health and Wellbeing

Involving Lincs are working with Public Health, the CCG’s, the STP and other Health colleagues to identify opportunities for the 3rd sector to get involved in the delivery of health and wellbeing support services through the Lincolnshire Sustainability and Transformation Plan. 

Integrated Neighbourhood Teams & Social Prescribing - Voluntary Centre Services and Age UK Lincoln and Kesteven have been working as part of the new Gainsborough Integrated Neighbourhood Team. This includes the development of a multi agency social prescribing project for Gainsborough as a means of enabling primary care services to refer patients with social, emotional or practical needs to a range of local, non-clinical services, when a medical intervention or just treating clinical origins is not getting to the root of the individual’s problem.

The social prescribing model will also have the potential to be replicated across the County alongside the development of further Neighbourhood Teams.

Local Enterprise Partnership & ESIF Funding

The Involving Lincs community and voluntary sector consortium continue to represent the community and voluntary sectoron the ESIF committee. The ESIF committee is a sub committee of the Local Enterprise Partnership and determines local priorities for the allocation of European Funding throughout Greater Lincolnshire.
Involving Lincs have successfully co-ordinated multi agency partnership bids to the Big Lottery/ESF funded Building Better Opportunities programme for Greater Lincolnshire. This has secured around £4m of ESF funding currently delivering four projects supporting people further from the labour market through employability support and training and learning opportunities. The projects are delivered locally by around 40 delivery partners including charities, colleges, universities and training providers.
Community and voluntary sector organisations are also delivering a range of support through other ESF funded programmes including the Skills Funding Agency and Department of Work and Pensions.

Local Authorities and Corporate Social Responsibility

Voluntary Centre Services and Lincolnshire CVS are working closely with several local authorities, public and private sector agencies to develop Employer Supported Volunteering and a range of activities as part of their Corporate Social Responsibility.
