Key messages and delegate feedback
Key messages

The event was well supported with 50 delegates attending. Of those who attended 32 completed evaluation forms with the delegates rating the event in all four categories (‘organisation’, ‘content’, ‘venue’ and ‘catering’) to be better than ‘good’. 30 of the 32 respondents reported that their needs were ‘fully met’. 
The key messages gleaned from the evaluation reports are that:

· The opportunity for hearing of good practice in other counties was welcomed
· The breakfast event format was perceived as being useful

· Future events should accommodate a natural opportunity to discuss the issues and network
· The Compacts need to resolve the ‘support funding’ issue so that the collaborative arrangements and partnership working can continue

Delegate feedback (comments recorded by delegates on the evaluation forms)
Achieved a lot in terms of time, lots of info in 2hrs, ideal in this difficult time of limited capacity, please repeat this format.

Perhaps an actual focussed session on how to sustain PSC activities, ideas for funding or how to keep it going or how to  keep it going without funding

Very useful to find out what is going on around the East Midlands- opportunity to share good practice and get some ideas.

It was interesting to learn about the other regional Compact’s projects. The Procurement item was very interesting.

I would have liked to hear more about the Derbyshire Action Learning Set project. Pete Smith's talk (Procurement) was inspiring. I would have liked time to discuss the talks with colleagues at the end.

This event put a range of initiatives into context and seemed to 'pull' good examples of current practice from public sector organisations
